Using tabs in a table cell 
Microsoft Word (all versions) 
Have you noticed when you are working in a table and you press the Tab key that it takes you to the next cell or adds a new row if you're on the last cell of a table? If you have ever wondered why you can not seem to use the Tab key to tab inside your table cell, you're not alone.

In Microsoft Word it's easy enough to set tab stop positions using the ruler, as we have covered in a past eTip. However, if you want to actually use them inside your table what you want to do is hold down the Ctrl key and press Tab to actually insert a tab in a table cell. The Ctrl key modifier in conjunction with the Tab key actually inserts the tab and keeps you from moving into the next cell.

Note: Using tabs and indents inside a table cell instead of spacing to line things up will make your text appear more presentable. This is especially true when you're using proportional fonts, such as Times New Roman or Arial.
